Parents are given a code to log in to Class Dojo once their child has started school.
The app can then be downloaded to a phone or accessed on a PC.

Positive behaviour is rewarded with our online Dojo points system. Each child has
their own unique emoji character, which they can modify, through which they
attempt to reach targets in order to receive certificates.
