Important Medication Administration Information for Parents

Dear Parents,

We would like to remind you of our policy regarding the administration of medication at The Staffordshire Schools Multi Academy
Trust.

e Prescription Requirement: We can only administer medication that has been prescribed by a doctor, dentist, nurse, or
pharmacist.

e Medication Labelling: All medication must have the prescription sticker attached, which should include your child's name,
the date, the type of medicine, and the dosage.

e Permission Form: Before any medication can be administered, a signed Permission to Administer Medication form must be
completed in advance at the school office.

e Dosage Frequency: Please note that we can only administer medication if your child requires a dose four times a day or
more. For medications that need to be taken less frequently, we kindly ask that these be administered at home before
school, immediately after school, and before bedtime.

INJURY ON ARRIVAL TO SCHOOL
As part of our Safeguarding Children Policy, we ask that all parents/carers whose children suffer an injury outside of school e.g. cut knee from falling off
a bike, bruises from a football match etc., would need to fill out an Injury on Arrival Form. It is paramount that we have this form filled out.
