Science

Our unit this half term is ‘energy: cir-
cuits, batteries and switches’ in this unit,
children will learn how to create a com-
plete circuit and understand the ele-
ments required to create this.

They will learn about the impact differ-
ent batteries have on a circuit, looking
at changing different variables in practi-
cal experiments.

English

During our first English unit we will be reading the story, ‘The Explorer.

As part of this unit, children will explore using figurative language to create de-
scriptions on the Amazon rainforest.
