Government guidance states for schools states: 

“The safety of children and staff is our utmost priority.”

“The advice seeks to support staff working in schools, colleges and childcare settings, to deliver this approach in the safest way possible, focussing on measures they can put in place to help limit the risk of the virus spreading within education and childcare settings.”

“In education, childcare and social care settings, preventing the spread of the coronavirus involves dealing with direct transmissions (for instance, when in close contact with those sneezing and coughing) and indirect transmission (via touching contaminated surfaces.) A range of approaches and actions should be employed to do this.”

Government guidance for parents concerning re-opening of schools states: 

“We have provided guidance and support to schools, colleges and child care settings on implementing protective measures in education and childcare settings to help them reduce the risk of transmission as more children and young people return.”  
“Whilst such changes are likely to look different in each setting, as they will depend upon individual circumstances, they are all designed to minimise risks to children, staff and their families. 

Schools and colleges continue to be best placed to make decisions about how to support and educate their pupils during this period. This will include:

	1. Children from Year 2 – Year 6 on forward facing desks in the classroom environment 

2. Children keep to their desks when in the room 

3. Lessons planned for individual  and paired work (not group work) 

4. Feedback – using large whiteboard and visualizer and interactive whiteboard not close interaction  and verbal feedback
5. Children’s books to be left open for marking and verbal feedback stamp used

6. Tissues and lidded bins provided to ensure that transmission is kept to a minimum

7. Children to have individual equipment wherever possible and that which has to be shared should be sanitised between uses

8. Children to use same desk at all times
9. Adults within the classroom to maintain a 2 metre distance from children and other adults as much as possible
10. Children stay in the classroom for majority of the day and not mix with other groups

11. Bags and coats kept under children’s tables/at the side of the classroom not in communal areas 

12. Non essential items should be discouraged from being brought into school due to cross contamination from home

13. Reading books can be taken home but must be placed in a box in the classroom for 48 hours before they can be placed back out for general use

14. Lunchboxes in KS2 will be collected each morning by TAs and taken to the canteen

15. PE lessons will continue as planned but with further need for sanitising of equipment following the lesson

	1. Staggered playtimes and allocated play area in the first instance 

2. Reduced playtime equipment – hard surfaces and can be easily cleaned  - allocated playtime boxes for each class
3. Games discussed which encourage social distancing – football passing, catch etc

4. Staff supervision throughout – actively encouraging and insisting on social distancing

4. Lunchtime playtime allocated spaces and staggered so that bubbles are not mixing

5. When moving class around the school – 2 metres between children and adult  and ensure as little contact with other classes as possible

2. Tubs of resources for individuals if needed – maths cubes etc 

3. Resources sanitised each night and left to dry if not same person using them the next day

4. Tables, door handles and other surfaces cleaned sanitised every night and deep cleaned on Wednesday

5. Lessons planned so resources are individual and not shared – or on white board 

6. Resources on tables ready for lesson and not distributed within the lesson 

7. Plastic packets (zippy) bags used for individual resources

8. Children encouraged to wash hands before lessons and after each lesson 

9. Reading books can be taken home but must be placed in a box in the classroom for 48 hours before being returned to general circulation

2. Teacher PPA dedicated with year group aprtner
3. Sharing of support helplines

4. SLT members of staff available for staff to share concerns with 

5. Risk assessments reviewed after day one, week one and fortnightly after that – this is flexible

6. Separate risk assessment for the office area 

7. Staggered playtimes and lunchtimes should ensure that staff rooms do not get overcrowded and staff should aim to keep at least one chair away from others

	1. Seek expert guidance from Fair Access re support for children with behaviour difficulties –

2. Masks purchased if needed – N95 grade and instructions form PHE re cleaning – so issued to individuals 

3. Extra disposable aprons ordered 

4. Extra gloves ordered 

5. Some visors also ordered if needed 

6. Reduced timetable / exclusion / inclusion considered if necessary if children are acting in a way staff are put at risk 
7. Please note the Government guidance states “Wearing face coverings or face masks is not recommended”  - face masks should be removed on entering the school building and donning and doffing PPE equipment posters are in each area of school

	1. Hand gel dispenser in office area

2. Hand gel order in large quantities 

3. Extra soap dispensers and re-fills in each classroom

4. Children handwash on entry to school, before break, after break, before lunch, after lunch, leaving school, using the toilet and any time they cough or sneeze

5. Washing hands posters replaced in all washing areas including translated versions
6. Reminders how to wash hands properly – videos and posters 

7. Procedure agreed for children to wash hands so thorough hand washing takes place

	1. All surfaces, handles, toilets and shared equipment will be cleaned each day using sanitiser 

2. PPE will be worn by all cleaning staff 

3. Some resources will be rotated and left to de-contaminate for 3 or 4 days after cleaning to reduce the risk of indirect transmission 

4. Soft furnishings and soft / cloth toys will be removed from use in classrooms

	Risk of illness to staff and children whilst changing nappies throughout the day resulting in direct and indirect transmission of the virus

	1. Staff to wear plastic, disposable aprons.

2. Staff to wear plastic, disposable gloves.

3. Changing mat to be placed on the floor to avoid lifting, this will minimise the amount of touch contact between adult and child.  

4. Changing area to be wiped down using sanitiser before changing takes place.

5. Wet or soiled nappies to be disposed of hygienically by being bagged up and placed in the sanitary waste bin.  

6. Sanitary waste bin to be moved out of the nursery changing area and into the disabled toilet, away from children. 

7. Changing area to be wiped down using sanitiser after use.

8. After changing gloves and aprons are to be disposed off in the sanitary waste bin.

9. Record nappy changes on a nappy changing log, stating name of child, time and the name of the adult. 

10. Adult and child to wash hands after changing has finished.

	1. Sand, water play to be suspended 

2. Playdough to be suspended 

3. Resources to be washed in warn soapy water and set out each morning on tables; children to use only the resources that have been thoroughly washed and set out that day.  

4. Soft toys to be removed from the nursery area.

5. Toys which may be placed in mouths e.g. forks, spoons and cups from the home corner to be removed from the play area.

6. Children to refrain from using the touch screen on the interactive whiteboard.  

7. Children encouraged to wash hands before lessons and after each lesson

	1. Children to be split into 3 groups on entering the nursery, with one adult per group.  .

2. Two groups remain indoors, one group outdoors; this is to be rotated throughout the morning and repeated during the afternoon.  

3. Children to use both the indoor and outdoor areas continuously after registration to maximise space.

4. Children to access activities only at the tables with no more than 3 children at table at any one time allowing adults to control social distancing.
