	Control measures
	

	1. Autumn term unit plans to focus on children’s fitness. This can be either yoga or other activities where children stay in their own space.  

2. Children complete activities forward facing. 
3. Staff to stand 2m + from children at all times, ideally to the left or right of the class rather than directly in front. 

4. Lessons planned for individual  and paired work (not group work) 

5. Children to have individual equipment wherever possible and that which has to be shared should be sanitised between uses

6. Jumpers and cardigans to taken off before leaving the classroom.

2. Message via walkie-talkies if a child needs the toilet 
3. Extra Signs in toilet re washing hands including translated signs

2. Children to line up in the classroom before leaving for the hall. Member of staff to check corridor is empty before leading the class to the hall.

	1. Lessons planned to avoid equipment where possible
2. Yoga can be completed without any equipment

3. If fitness equipment is required (fitness ladder, activity spots, benches, skipping ropes) then wipe down after use 

4. Sanitizing wipes to be stored in the indoor PE cupboard 
5. PE units to be different for each bubble if equipment is needed (avoid transmission of virus across bubbles)

6. All equipment made from plastic or metal quarantined for 72 hours after use. 
7. Volleyballs and handballs only used by the bubble with those units planned for that half term

8. Gymnastic units moved to spring and summer terms 

9. Gymnastic equipment quarantined for 7 days after use in lessons by bubble. 

10. Mats quarantined for 72 hours after use. 

11. Hall laptops (including any wires or remotes touched) wiped down before and after use
12. Benches, door handles and other surfaces cleaned sanitised every night and deep cleaned on Wednesday

13. Children encouraged to wash hands before lessons and after each lesson

2. 2 metre social distancing Learning Mentor provision available for children who are distressed

3. Children to be taken by TA or Learning Mentor back to class if needed (not to wait in the corridor where others may be walking).

	1. Children handwash before entering the hall and after the lesson. 
2. Washing hands posters replaced in all washing areas including translated versions
3. Reminders how to wash hands properly – videos and posters 

4. Procedure agreed for children to wash hands so thorough hand washing takes place
5. Tissues and lidded bins provided in the hall to ensure that transmission is kept to a minimum
