MEANWOOD SCHOOL UNIFORM STANDARDS 

The school uniform at Meanwood is: 

• Grey skirt or grey trousers 

• White shirt or white polo shirt 

• Meanwood Logo School sweatshirt or cardigan OR plain navy jumper, sweatshirt or cardigan 

• Black shoes 

• In summer, girls may wear a blue gingham dress and boys may wear short grey trousers

It is very important that you check if you are eligible, 
even if you think you are not, because if you are   

eligible you will receive vouchers in the school holi-
days to pay for food at local supermarkets. 

Please keep a check on your child’s 
dinner money balance via the school-
gateway app. Any pupils owing more 
than 1 week of dinner money will be 

unable to choose a lunch on our        
system and will need to bring a packed 

lunch from home until payment has 
been made.
