Rochdale Council will process your application (this
can take a couple of weeks to process) and they will
send you a letter to inform you of the outcome.
Please bring a copy of this letter to the school office
then we can update your child’s record. Please note
any school meals taken will need to be paid for until
eligibility is confirmed.

It is very important that you check if you are eligible,
even if you think you are not, because if you are
eligible you will receive vouchers in the school
holidays to pay for food at local supermarkets.

Please note: The cost of school dinners has
increased by 10p from 4th September 2024.

The new price will be £2.50 per day. The weekly
cost will therefore be £12.50.

Any pupils owing
more than 1 week of dinner money
will be unable to choose a lunch on
our system and will need to bring a
packed lunch from home until
payment has been made.
