For OUTDOOR PE children need plain dark coloured shorts /
leggings, a plain white T-shirt and trainers.

For OUTDOOR PE (colder months) children will need a plain dark
coloured tracksuit / fleece bottoms, a plain jumper and trainers.

Children will also need a pump bag to store their PE kit in.
Children will need a bag as they will be bringing a reading book and
reading record home every day, plus homework and letters from
school. It helps your child to be organised if they get info a good
habit of bringing their book bag to school every day.
