Year 3 English
Fiction – Story writing – using the text The Flood. 
Non-fiction – Report writing – linked to the text The Street Beneath my feet. 
We will be focusing on high quality vocabulary, neat handwriting and a variety of punctuation.
We will be encouraging the children to become more independent writers, to use editing skills to improve their work and write longer pieces of text.

We will be reading Oliver and the Sea wigs as our class read. This text will also be used for discussions and comprehension during our reading lessons. 

Reading – Reading targets have been set on Accelerated reader and Myon. Please encourage your child to use Myon, achieve their targets and be a weekly reading star. 





Maths
Fractions - Building on our Fractions work during Spring term we will be deepening our understating of equivalent fractions and adding and subtracting fractions.     
                   
Measurements
Time – We will be telling the time using an analogue clock. Looking at minutes in an hour, days in a week, month and year including leap years. 
Angles – How many degrees are there in a straight line, a right angle, an acute and obtuse angle? 
Horizontal and vertical – Directional language.
Recognise and describe 3D shapes – How many side or vertices does a shape have? Can we describe shapes?  
Mass and capacity – Reading a range of measures / scales for liquids (litres and millilitres) and solids (grams and kilograms).
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Science

Plants
We will continue our plant investigations this half term, building on our previous knowledge and carrying out further investigations in how plants grow and factors that might affect growth. We will Explore the requirement of plants for life and growth, and how they vary from plant to plant. What happens to plants when they are put in different conditions? We will be finding out all about seeds, seed dispersal and the life cycle of a plant.

Outdoor Cricket – We will be learning the rules of the games, focusing on key skills (throwing, catching, batting and bowling) and working as a team.
