Homework Policy
At Meanwood, we value the role of homework.  We believe that homework can:
· Strengthen home – school partnerships, enabling parents and carers to become involved in and support their child’s learning

· Develop independent learning skills which will equip children for the demands of high school

· Foster a genuine love of learning

· Provide an opportunity to develop and practise key skills, particularly reading.

Reading 

Children throughout school are expected to read regularly at home and to have their reading record book signed by an adult.  Reading at home at least three times a week is encouraged through the “Reading Stars” initiative.  

Topic Homework
Children in all classes are given a Homework Topic Book. Teachers suggest a range of activities which children could do at home to develop their knowledge, skills and understanding of the topic they are currently working on in the classroom.  For example, children may be asked to find out more about a particular subject, then to present their findings in different ways such as writing a story, a report, doing a piece of artwork, making a model or using ICT to produce a presentation.  Activities are open ended and children are encouraged to express their learning in whatever way interests them most.  Parental involvement in these activities is welcomed as it offers a meaningful way for parents to be engaged in their child’s learning.  A new project is set for each topic.  There will be one, sometimes two, projects set each half term, with children being given up to 4 weeks to complete their work and return their homework to school.  Children may borrow resources from school if required. 

Learning Platform

The school website links to the learning platform which is used to support learning at home and school.  Each child has a unique log in which allows them to access their own home page and year group page.  The year group page displays the current homework task with relevant materials or website links available to support children’s learning.   Other activities can be added to the learning platform page such as a forum or quiz.    

Basic skills

Homework is also given to support children’s acquisition of basic skills.  This includes reading high frequency key words, learning spellings, number bonds or times tables.
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
