Key ideas in Christianity. 
	Dominion
Humans are in charge of animals and the world. Christians believe humans are more important than animals.


	Stewardship
Christians believe that God made the world for people and we should look after it for him.

	Gift from God
Christians believe that both the world we live in and babies are a gift from God.

	Image of God
Christians believe that humans (but not animals) are made in the image of God. This means they are special and to be valued.
	Origins of life
Christians believe life begins at conception so that is why embryos should be protected


	Origins of the universe
Christians believe God created the world in 6 days. Some think this means 6 actual days and some think it means 6 stages






	Sanctity of Life
Life is sacred, special, important and given by God. Christians believe this applies to all humans.

	Status of animals
Christians don’t think animals have souls so they are not as important as humans. They are to be respected as God’s creation but can be used to help people.
	Death is not the end
Christians believe that the resurrection of Jesus is proof that they too will live again after death. They will be judged and will go to heaven, hell or purgatory.

	Talents
God has given humans talents – they must use their resources wisely
	Justice
Christians believe all people should be treated fairly
	Forgiveness
Jesus forgave the people who crucified him – humans should show forgiveness to others. To be forgiven by God, repentance is needed.

	Salvation
Deliverance from sin and its consequences, believed by Christians to be brought about by faith in Christ.

	Trinity
The belief that God has three persons – father, son (Jesus) and holy spirit
	Golden Rule
Christians believe they should treat other people the way they wish to be treated. This is sometimes expressed as, “Love your neighbour as you love yourself” (Love =agape)
