	The event 40 days after the Resurrection, when Jesus returned to God in heaven

	Atonement
	Literally “At-one-ment”, it refers to the conciliation between God and humanity that was sealed by the sacrificial death of Jesus.

	Baptism
	The sacrament through which people become members of the Church.

	Believers' baptism
	Initiation into the Church, by immersion in water, of people old enough to understand the ceremony/rite and willing to live a Christian life.

	Bible
	Sacred Christian book

	Catholic
	The tradition within the Christian Church, led by the Pope

	CAFOD
	A charity which provides emergency and long-term aid

	Christ
	The leader promised by God to the Jews

	Christian
	Someone who believes in Jesus Christ

	Christian Aid
	A charity which provides emergence and long-term aid

	Christmas
	Celebrating the birth of Jesus

	Church
	The Holy people of God, a building

	Creation
	Christians believe that the world is God’s loving creation

	Crucifixion
	Method of execution used on Jesus

	Easter
	Celebrating the resurrection of Jesus

	Eucharist
	Literally “thanksgiving.” Aka Holy Communion

	Evangelism
	Preaching the gospel to convert people

	Evil
	The opposite of good

	The Father
	The first person of the trinity, the creator

	Food banks
	Charities collecting donated food to give to the poor

	Grace
	The unconditional and generous love from God

	Heaven
	The state after death of being with God

	Hell
	The place of eternal suffering

	Holy Communion
	Another name for the Eucharist

	Holy Spirit
	The third person of the Holy Trinity (seen as a dove)

	Incarnation
	Literally “in flesh”, God took human form as Jesus

	Infant Baptism
	Initiation of babies into the church

	Informal Prayer
	Spontaneous prayers spoken from the heart

	Informal worship
	Worship with has no set structure

	Iona
	Place of pilgrimage in Scotland

	Jesus
	1st century Jewish teacher and holy man

	Judgement
	When God decides where each person should go after death

	Just
	The nature of God as one who treats humans fairly

	Liturgical worship
	A church service which follows a set structure or ritual

	Law
	The law of God as revealed in the bible

	Lourdes
	A place of pilgrimage where the Virgin Mary appeared

	Lord’s Prayer
	The prayer taught to the disciples by Jesus

	Mission
	Literally “sent out.” Christians spread the gospel

	Non-liturgical worship
	A service which does not follow a set text or ritual

	Omnipotent
	The belief that God is “all powerful”.

	The Oneness of God
	The belief that God is “one”

	Original sin
	Humans have a tendency to sin. Adam and Eve

	Orthodox
	The most popular Christian tradition in Eastern Europe

	Persecution
	Facing punishment and even death for a belief

	Pilgrimage
	A journey by a Christian to a holy site e.g. Lourdes, Iona

	Prayer
	Communicating with God

	Private worship
	A believer giving God praise and worship on his or her own

	Protestant
	The churches that protested against the Catholics and broke away

	Reconciliation
	The process of restoring harmony after a broken relationship, also a sacrament

	Resurrection
	The event celebrated on Easter day and they belief that in the afterlife we will have physical and/or spiritual bodies

	Sacrament
	The outward and visible sign of an invisible and spiritual grace

	Salvation
	Saving the soul and deliverance from sin and into heaven

	Set prayers
	These are prayers written throughout the centuries by Christian holy men and women e.g. The Lord’s Prayer

	Sin
	Behaviour which is against God’s laws and wishes

	The Son
	The second Person of the Trinity

	A title used for Jesus
