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The CONTRASTING views question:
In each theme there are some topics that you need to know two CONTRASTING views for. One of the views must always be the view of the “MAIN religious tradition in Great Britain”.
· Violence
· Weapons of mass destruction
· Pacifism
You are allowed to contrast two different Christian views (eg. Catholic and Church of England) OR Christianity with another religion OR Christianity with a non - religious view.
