Mereside Primary School received a total of £18,530 Sports Premium Funding for 2020-2021. We made a commitment to use this funding in a way that develops or adds to the PE and Sports provision in place and to enhance and improve the PE and Sports now and for the future of our pupils.  

We planned to use our funding to:

· Support all children in their PE and sport activities across school 

· Ensuring that the most able children are challenged through participation in competition 

· Ensure that less able children are provided with opportunities to develop fundamental skills 

· Create opportunities for our children that move to local high schools after Year 6, do so with a positive mind set about PE and Sport 

· To create opportunities that allow children to feel confident in pursuing sporting clubs at different levels.

	Hiring qualified sports coaches and teachers to enhance and improve our whole school offer.


	Service Level Agreement with Steve Tomes and Alan Williams in order to work alongside qualified sports coaches. 

Coaches worked alongside Teachers and Support Staff to enhance delivery of PE and Sports lessons across whole school. 

Creating and enhancing confidence in identifying and assessing Gifted and Talented pupils through work with the Sports Coaches. 

Enabled Teaching staff to identify less able pupils and to target further support required for their fundamental skills. 

Sports Coaches worked in PE lessons to run interventions for targeted pupils.  

Blackpool Community trust coaches to Support and deliver sessions to upper key stage pupils around leaderships and team building to supplement those pupils who had achieved the expected standard at swimming and work with younger children

	Regular meetings with Steve Tomes, Alan Williams and Katie Birt has shown increased competency across the school with support being targeted where needed. 

Development of curriculum to meet our school’s needs. Including enhanced planning in collaboration with sports teachers and coaches.

Teachers feel able to identify and assess Gifted and Talented pupils. 

Pupil Voice has confirmed that children in our school enjoy PE and Sports and improved levels of engagement from children in these activities, shows a growing love of PE and Sports.  

Pupils engaged well with the daily kilometre in the Spring term on returning from lockdown. Raising the daily amount of physical exercise of all pupils. 

Increased and sustainable links with Blackpool Community trust and Football Club. 

During periods of partial school closure coaches continued to work with pupils throughout, working with the pupils attending school. 

Pupils and staff from Nursery to year six have benefited from the additional support from coaches. Specialist teaching support has been accessed and supported increased improvement in the quality of teaching and learning across different aspects of PE across all phases. 


	Providing places for children in extra-curricular clubs
	This academic year clubs have not run throughout due to risk assessments around covid. In the summer term however a Rugby and literacy club was introduced for upper key stage 2

	Due to covid risk assessments we have not run after school clubs, instead increasing provision and opportunities within the school day through enhanced playground equipment and the daily kilometre.

	Updating equipment and Increasing Participation
	Purchased additional playground equipment to support physical activity at lunch and play for children to engage with within their bubbles.

Purchased class sets of archery and table tennis to provide a wider range of activities for pupils attending school during lockdown.

	Playground equipment is used daily and supported by play leaders. Staff are increasingly confident in supporting children to engage with the equipment and its appropriate use. 
Through the resourcing and professional development of playleaders within school, all pupils have been able to access opportunities and to enjoy a range of activities which enhance the curriculum provision at breaktimes and promote healthy lifestyles through exercise and play and to introduce them to a wider variety of sports.

Archery and table tennis have been used to enhance and promote wider opportunities for those pupils attending during school closure in addition to the core PE curriculum.

	Swimming; increased swimming numbers for 2020-2021 will allow for targeted support in order to increase the number of children achieving end of KS2 expectations and those pupils who are not able to swim the required 25m
	School purchased a double lesson allowing up to 70 children to swim each week as a result of our action plan.

(The costs of swimming is not part of the Sports Premium the Academy receives). 
	Due to frequent closures and reduction in numbers on transport and in the pool the impact of this has not been evident as it was not completed. Moving forward school will continue to work with Blackpool swimming service in order to close the gap and ensure year on year improvement of pupils achieving the end of key stage 2 expected standard.
