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Personal, Social and Emotional Development 

 Children  will know how to play partner games. 

  Children will know we drink water to be healthy.

Physical Development 

 Through our outside play; we will  be strengthening our core  

muscles and developing our co-ordination with trikes and climbing. 

 Children will be developing our fine muscle control through the use 
of ‘dough disco’ and ‘squiggle whilst you wiggle’.
