• Notify school on the first day of absence (by 9.30 a.m. that day)  

• Ensure their child attends school (and that any unavoidable absences are authorised in advance) 

• Ensure completion of homework and support their child’s learning at home 

• Participate in discussions concerning behaviour, attitudes to learning, progress and attainment 

• Ensure correct school uniform is worn at all times, including PE kit uniform 

• Collect their child from school at the correct times  

• Give careful consideration to the content children see online and ensure children are not allowed to access
