Reading

sharing stories with your child every day, even if this is only a handful of flashcards or a few pages
of their book. Children’s early reading skills develop through talking about books, listening carefully
to sounds in words and blending these sounds together. Please try to hear your child read every
day as this increases their confidence and regular practise helps to build on their blending skills as
well as their fluency. On occasion you will find a bookmark of tricky words or words containing
specific phonic sounds - please help your child practise to read and spell these words.

WOWs

The children love receiving WOW moments and they are a real insight into the children’s lives
outside of school and their skills and development. Please can we encourage you to continue to
share these with us as much as possible.
