Attendance Matters

As mentioned in previous communications, consistent attendance is crucial for
students’ wellbeing and academic success. Our analysis of GCSE results shows that
students with attendance above 95% consistently achieve higher grades than those
with lower attendance. We greatly appreciate your continued support in ensuring that
your child attends school regularly, missing lessons only when absolutely necessary.
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We have recently received several requests for term-time holidays. Please note that
such absences will only be authorised in exceptional circumstances.

If you choose to take your child out of school without prior permission, the absence
will be recorded as unauthorised, and you may be issued a Penalty Notice of £160
per parent per child. Alternatively, the Local Authority may refer the case directly to
the Magistrates’ Court.

End of Term Arrangements

The school will close earlier than usual on Friday, 20th December, with year groups
being dismissed at the following times:

e Years 7 and 8:12:30 pm
e Years 9, 10, and 11: 12:35 pm

The last day of term will also be a Non-Uniform Day. Students and staff are
encouraged to make a £1 donation, which will go to a charity chosen by our School
Council.
