If you are attending, children will be able to enter the church from 5:40pm so that they can find their class teacher 

and sit with the children in their class. Once the children are safe and settled, parents, siblings and grandparents can 

take their seats. Please be aware that we cannot reserve seating and some guests will have to stand. I imagine the 

church will be quite busy and a squash and a squeeze! For this reason, can I ask that only parents, siblings and 

grandparents attend. We’d love to be able to invite more but unfortunately the church is not big enough to hold 

large capacity services.  

During the service, the children will be holding a Christingle containing a lit candle. I will send a letter and text out 

closer to the date but please be aware that children with long hair MUST have their hair tied back or up to avoid any 

serious harm.
