I am writing to clarify the arrangements for the last day of term on 19th December. As is tradition, we are 
finishing at lunchtime.  
 
Therefore, 
 

• All students finish at 12:40pm on Friday 19th December  
• They will have normal lessons (Periods 1, 2 and 3), though some may be in celebration events  

 
To raise money for our house charities, we will be running a non-uniform day on the last day. Christmas 
jumpers will be encouraged and there will be prizes for the most creative. All students who want to wear 
non-uniform or a Christmas jumper, can do so if they donate £1.  
 
If your child does choose to wear non-uniform, then please make sure that they are appropriately dressed.  
We have had some girls arrive inappropriately dressed in the last few years, who have had to spend the last 
day of term in Isolation.  This may affect the decision to run non-uniform days in the future. 
 
You may be aware that we are running a last week attendance inter-year group competition.  The top two 
attending year groups from Friday 12th to Thursday 18th, will be eligible for a treat on the last day.  Anyone 
in the top two year groups will then need to have been in school the full 5 days to receive the treat.
