This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our vision:
 At Montreal, we aspire to provide our children with a rich and varied music curriculum. We believe that music plays an integral role in helping children to feel part of a community, therefore we provide opportunities for all children to create, play, perform and enjoy music both in class, assemblies and to the wider community. We aspire for our children to develop a curiosity for a range of musical styles and an appreciation for music from various time periods, cultures and countries. Children will leave Montreal Primary School with a wide range of musical skills, self-confidence and a love and passion for music.
Our curriculum structure:
In Early Years, Our children will interact, communicate and express their feelings through music. They will explore and make sounds with their bodies, voices and a range a musical             instruments. They will play aloud for others and take part in musical performances, they will talk about music they have listened to or created.
In Key Stage 1, children will learn a range of songs from a       variety of backgrounds off by heart, they will learn how they can enjoy moving to music by dancing, marching, being          animals or popstars. In each unit, they will explore a range of progressive warm up games and challenges that embed pulse, rhythm and pitch. They will learn to sing in high and low pitches and how to make different types of sounds with their voices. They will be able to name a variety of instruments and will begin to explore different musical notes.
As children enter Key Stage 2, they will continue to learn how to sing and play a range of songs from different time periods, cultures and countries. They will identify the style of the songs and will make comparisons to previously taught music.        Children will identify some of the style indicators of the music, use the lyrics to explain what the song is about, identify         musical dimensions and where they are used (texture, dynamics, tempo, rhythm and pitch), identify the main sections of the songs (intro, verse, chorus etc.), name the instruments that they heard and understand the cultural context of the song. They will share their thoughts and feelings on the music and will use musical vocabulary when discussing the songs.        They will compose, improvise and perform to an audience.  Our children will also develop an understanding of the history of music.
Time tabling:
In class: Our timetables evidence that music is planned for weekly. Lessons usually last for 1 hour per week. 
Whole school: The whole school takes part in regular singing worship time where we practice hymns and enjoy hits from Fischy Music. We have a whole school worship every two weeks with Reverend Nicki or Matt where we perform our hymns. We enjoy singing along as Matt plays the piano. We   often visit our local church, St Leonard’s to perform the hymns we have been practicing. 
Curriculum coverage:
We follow the Charanga scheme for music. This scheme is     recognised by Ofsted and meets all of the requirements of the National Curriculum for Music. It is an excellent teaching tool for our staff. All children are included in our music lessons with adaptations put in place where necessary to enable children with additional needs to access the learning.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Co-curricular music:
We have a school choir which is free for KS2 children to join. Miss Naomi Bragg leads our choir. They meet weekly to practice a range of songs, including hymns and hits from a range of genres. Our choir have performed in front of a range of audiences including at Church services, our local elderly residents’ homes, the civic hall, performances within school and Christmas performances for parents.
Our children have the opportunity to join U-DANCE. This is open to KS2 children and runs as an after-school club with Miss Ackroyd. The club runs in the spring term to prepare children to perform in March. Last year, our theme was ‘Dance through the Decades’. The children performed dances to a range of music from different decades; 1960’s, 70’s 80’s 90’s as well as current music. 
Children who attend music lessons outside of school have the opportunity to perform in school. We encourage parents and carers to share musical successes with us and we celebrate these. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Montreal, our children regularly sing as part of our assemblies. Children perform songs for our church services such as Harvest, Christmas, Easter, and Pentecost. 
Our children take part in performances every year. Our EYFS and KS1 children perform in Autumn 2 for the Christmas Nativity, our KS2 pupils perform in Spring 2 for U-DANCE and Summer 2 for their Summer show.

Our children have enjoyed a range of other musical experiences. For example, our Year 6 children went on a residential trip to Manchester where they watched a live performance of Aladdin. We have had visits from theatre groups into school which all of our children have enjoyed. We will enjoy another visit in Spring One.
We have enjoyed a live performance from a brass band and some of our children had the opportunity to take part in a workshop learning how to play the instruments and then performed for the rest of the school. 
Our Year 6 children enjoyed a musical theatre workshop where they worked on a range of skills and performed for the school.
Some of our children attended a local secondary school for a ‘music’ taster session. Year 5 will go to this next year.
We held a talent show where some of our children sang a song of their choice for the whole school. 
We have attended events where we have performed as part of a large group along with other local primary schools.


In the future
