MFL Curriculum Statement

The National Curriculum states that learning a foreign language is a liberation from insularity and provides an opening to other cultures. A high-quality languages education should foster pupils’ curiosity and deepen their understanding of the world. The teaching should enable pupils to express their ideas and thoughts in another language and to understand and respond to its speakers, both in speech and in writing. It should also provide opportunities for them to communicate for practical purposes, learn new ways of thinking and read great literature in the original language. Language teaching should provide the foundation for learning further languages, equipping pupils to study and work in other countries.
Aims
The national curriculum for languages aims to ensure that all pupils:

· Understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources. 

· Speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation. 

· Can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt. 

· Discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied. 

 Key Stage Two
During Key Stage Two, we will introduce our pupils to French with the focus on enabling them to make substantial progress in one language. We aim to achieve an appropriate balance between teaching the children the spoken language and the written language. We aim to ensure that by teaching our pupils French we are helping them to understand and communicate ideas, facts and feelings in speech and writing in another language. 
When teaching our pupils French we will encourage them to listen to conversations and to join in conversations responding appropriately. The children will be encouraged to ask and answer questions and to express their own opinions. We will encourage our pupils to read and show their understanding of simple phrases written in French.  We will ensure that the children have opportunities to listen to stories, songs poems and rhymes in French. We will support our pupils to ensure that they can write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly. 

  Provision Teaching and Learning Style 
At Montreal C of E Primary School, our language teaching is based on five key principles. These are:

· A dedicated curriculum for MFL (based upon the lightbulb languages programme) with at least one lesson each week.
· Direct teaching and interactive oral work with the whole class and/or groups. 

· Use of assessment for learning to ensure work is differentiated to children’s interest and needs. 

· Grouping is fluid ensuring that each activity is pitched appropriately for the   individual. 

· A variety of teaching strategies; Including use of models, images and sources, taking into account children’s learning style.
