Music Curriculum Statement

The National Curriculum states that ‘music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. As pupils progress, they should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical canon.’
Aims
The national curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils:

· ‘Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians.
· Learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.

· Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the interrelated dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.’
In school we use the “Charanga” scheme for teaching a progressive music curriculum. 

Reception
Our pupils in Reception will follow the curriculum as set out in Early Years Foundation Stage curriculum and “Charanga” scheme. During their time in Reception, we will ensure that the children have the opportunity to explore and play with a range of instruments. They will develop a love of singing as they will be given a number of opportunities to learn new songs. The children will encouraged and given opportunities to share their thoughts, ideas and feelings through the musical activities that they complete.

Key Stage One 

During Key Stage One, we will encourage our pupils to use their voices expressively by ensuring that there are regular opportunities to sing songs and speaking chants and rhymes. We will ensure that our pupils have regular opportunities to listen to a range of high-quality live and recorded music. We will encourage the children to experiment with different sounds when playing both tuned and untuned instruments.
 Key Stage Two
During Key Stage Two, we will ensure that the children are developing an awareness of the history of music and that they have the opportunity to listen to high-quality live and recorded music from different traditions. We will help our pupils to sing and play a range of musical instruments with increasing confidence and control. The children will have opportunities to create solo and group performances. We will extend their understanding of composing by considering the purpose for creating the composition and they will be encouraged to organise their ideas within a musical structure. During Key Stage Two, we will encourage our pupils to record their ideas using musical notation. 
Provision Teaching and Learning Style 
At Montreal C of E Primary School, music is based on these key principles. These are:

· A dedicated curriculum for music with at least one lesson each week. (Charanga) 
· Direct teaching and interactive oral work with the whole class and/or groups. 

· Use of assessment for learning to ensure work is differentiated to children’s interest and needs. (Tapestry)
· Grouping is fluid ensuring that each activity is pitched appropriately for the   individual.
