IS YOUR CHILD ENTITLED TO THE PUPIL PREMIUM GRANT?

Dear Parents and Carers,

Did you know that you can attract extra money for our school to spend on your child by contacting the Local Authority if you are receiving benefits, have a ‘Looked after Child’ (LAC), have an adopted child or if a parent is in the Armed Forces.

The government gives money to schools to help children from the above criteria to ensure they achieve their full potential. This funding is called Pupil Premium. For every child registered (from Reception to Year 6), Moorfield could receive £1320.

Once your child is registered the school can claim the Pupil Premium Grant and it can be used to: 

· to provide extra classroom support and resources 

· to provide financial support towards class trips and residential visits

· to provide free school meals for as long as they are entitled to this part of the Pupil Premium Grant 

· to provide further educational opportunities 

 As you may be aware, all children in KS1 are provided with a free school meal. However, the children in KS2 are not entitled to free dinners, unless the child is registered through the local authority.

Registration entitles your child to the Pupil Premium Grant (even if you decide not to take up the free school meal offer). 
How does this work?

Check if you qualify with Stockport Local Authority,

 Your child/children will be eligible for Free School Meals if you receive one of the following qualifying benefits:

· Income Support or income-based Jobseekers Allowance
· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance
· Universal Credit
· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
· The guaranteed element of State Pension Credit
· Child Tax Credit (provided you are not entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190)
· Working Tax Credit run-on paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit

ALSO:·
· If your child has been adopted from care on or after 30th December 2005 
· or your child left care under a Special Guardianship Order (SGO) on or after 30th December 2005 
· or your child left care under a Residence Order (RO) on or after 14 October 1991

ALSO:· 
· If you are employed in the Armed Forces (this is a reduced grant of £300).
