	Purpose of Study
	The purpose of music at Moorhill Primary School is to help children feel that they are musical, and develop a life-long love of music. Our curriculum focuses on the development of the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need in order to become confident performers, composers and listeners in a wide range of forms. We want children to be exposed to music from around the world and across generations, teaching them to appreciate and respect all traditions and communities and inspire them to continue with their musical knowledge after they leave the gate. 

Children will develop the musical skills of singing, playing tuned and untuned instruments, improvising, composing and responding to music. Kapow’s music scheme of work enables pupils to confidently meet the end of key stage attainment targets outlined in the national curriculum and the aims of the scheme align with those in the national curriculum. 

Through music, children at Moorhill will also experience our school values of teamwork, ambition, effort, respect and self-belief. This will be embedded across all musical pathways including extra-curricular activities. 


	Aims
	The national curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils: 
· perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians 
· learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence
· understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.

Music fundamentals: 
· Pulse – the regular heartbeat of the music; its steady beat. 
· Rhythm – long and short sounds or patterns that happen over the pulse. 
 
The inter-related dimensions of music are:  
· Pitch – high and low sounds. 
· Tempo – the speed of the music; fast or slow or in- between. 
· Texture – layers of sound. 
· Timbre - the quality of sound. 
· Duration - the length of time a sound or silence lasts. 
· Dynamics - the volume of sound. 
· Structure - the organization of musical ideas. 
· Notation – How music is recoded graphically

· To know that a chord progression is a sequence of chords that repeats throughout a song.  
· To know that a canon is a musical structure or 'form' in which an opening melody is imitated by one or more parts coming in one by one.  
· To know that a ‘theme’ in music is the main melody and that ‘variations’ are when this melody has been changed in some way.  
· To know that ground bass is a repeating melody played on a bass instrument in Baroque music. 
	Performing 
· Singing songs in two or more secure parts from memory, with accuracy, fluency, control and expression.  
· *Working as a group to perform a piece of music, adjusting the interrelated dimensions of music as required, keeping in time with others and communicating with the group.  
· Performing a solo or taking a leadership role within a performance.
