 Pupils are expected to attend in September in full school uniform (this includes a 

plain/logoed burgundy school sweater or fleece. 

 Smart black shoes with Velcro fastenings. 

 In order to ensure the health and safety of our pupils, all children are expected to 

bring in a full school P.E. Kit (white or black polo shirt/t-shirt, grey/black 

shorts/joggers and black pumps). 

 Ensure all items of clothing are clearly labelled with a wash-resistant pen. We will be 

unable to guarantee the return of unnamed items that are lost.

Dojo points 

will be awarded for each daily read.
