Science

Computing

English

In the second half of the term the children will be creating an information poster based on the book ‘Clean up’ They will be discussing and debating how we can clean up our planet. To end the term the children will be writing a set of instructions using time adverbs.





Physical Education





This term in PE we are focussing on fitness and athletics. The children will be practising how to sprint and how to run for longer distances. We will also be practising running ready for Sports day.





Mathematics


This term in Maths Yr2, will be learning about capacity. We will be using containers to estimate and measure different capacities. We will also be learning about statistics. We will be reading scales in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s. Y1 children will be looking at strategies to help with addition and subtraction. They will be counting in 2s 5s and 10s and linking these to multiplication and division.





PSHE


In PSHE this term we explore relationships. We will be discovering how families come in different shapes and sizes. We will discuss the importance of identifying conflict and how to resolve that.








Art


This term in Art we will be looking at the artist Peter Thorpe. Children will explore the techniques of marbling and wax resist painting. The children will be creating a wax relief painting based on the abstract works of Peter Thorpe.
