PE

tied up and any earrings have been covered with tape or taken out.  Year1 will continue 
to have two PE sessions a week and Reception one. 
 
Water bottles 
Please can you provide your child with a clearly named plastic water bottle to use 
throughout the day. The children can refill their bottles from the tap in the classroom. 
We will also provide your child with a mid-morning snack of fresh fruit. If you have 
signed up to Cool Milk, then your child will also have a carton of milk to drink in the 
morning. 
 
Reading and Homework 
Please continue to listen to your child read regularly and record in their reading record. 
Reception -please keep using the phonics book to practise what we have been learning at 
school and could you also please practise forming letters correctly. There won’t be any 
new graphemes for most children, but please keep practising any your child doesn’t 
know (we may write some in each week.) We may also send home some words for your 
child to segment and blend to read as well as tricky words to read.  
 Year 1- please practise spellings regularly for the weekly test.
