	Science

This term we are learning about Living Things and Their Habitats. We will be dentifying and name a variety of common animals including fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals and we will describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food.


	Maths

In Maths this term we will be reading and writing numbers to 100 in numerals and words. and partitioning them into tens and ones We will be ordering and comparing numbers to 100. This will lead to the solving of addition and subtraction calculations. Times tables is a big focus in Year 2 and we will be recalling the multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables. Children need to know these times tables off by heart by the end of Y2.  In addition, we will be counting in multiples of 3 and 4.
	English

Throughout Term 1, our main books are Little Red and the very hungry Lion by Alex T Smith and Man on the moon by Simon Bartram. In year 2 we will be creating a narrative based around the setting of Little Red and the Very hungry lion. Towards the end of the term we will be focusing on a diary entry from the view point of Bob man on the moon We will be beginning to learn to join our handwriting.

	PSHE

Being Me and My World

We will be learning about what makes the children special.  We will also be learning about our class rules and making the right choices.
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	Computing

In Computing, we will develop understanding of technology and how it can help us. We will become more familiar with the different components of a computer by developing keyboard and mouse skills, and also start to consider how to use technology responsibly.

	History

We will be looking at the past and present and children will be sequencing events from their own lives.


	RE

We will be learning about Christianity and the creation story.
	PE

In P.E we will be looking at our ‘Fundamental Skills’ and working on our team building.
	Music

Over the year, we will be having weekly drumming lessons with DJ, our drumming teacher from Swindon Music services
DT

We are learning to use practical skills such as cutting, peeling and grating to make a fruit salad.
