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 English Curriculum Design 



Intent
At Moredon, we strive to help our children develop into articulate and imaginative communicators, who are well-equipped with the basic skills they need to become life-long learners. English is key in this. We aim to ensure all of our children develop a genuine love of language and the written word, through a text-based approach.
Across the curriculum, we want to promote oracy as a way of develop children’s knowledge of the English language. This may be through active learning lessons or through children explaining their thinking. We want to children to develop their vocabulary to use in their day-to-day language. 
Our intentions in writing are for children to:
· Articulate their thoughts and ideas clearly using relevant and age-appropriate vocabulary;
· Write for a purpose;
· See themselves as real writer;
· Take ownership of their writing;
· See writing as an interesting and enjoyable process;
· Acquire the ability to organise and plan their writing.

Implementation
Our whole school curriculum is shaped by the White Horse Federation Enrich Curriculum which is as follows:
Embed: Writing across the curriculum, transferring skills across different purposes; across environments and provisions
Nourish: Developing a culture of writing; special events and visits; opportunities to write; careers and aspirated; writing for pleasure.  
Rich: Developing knowledge and application of: oracy skills, grammar, punctuation; sentence level construction; word level; genre features; cohesion; revising and editing; handwriting and spelling.  

Each unit of work will be based around a genre of writing (e.g. setting descriptions, diary extracts) and all units will follow the same phase approach. 
Immersion
Children will be given a text or an animation to explore. They will develop language and vocabulary throughout these sessions through active learning opportunities, ‘hooks’ and exploration of language. 
Skill Development
Children will then spend longer either revising skills from previous years or learning new skills linked to the National Curriculum. These will be done through a wide range of activities to help engage the children. Children will then have the opportunity to apply each skill into a piece of writing linked back to their genre. 
Plan and Draft
Children will plan their final piece of writing either through oracy-based lessons or through using a written format. They will then write up a piece of work, likely to be over several days to help build writing stamina. During this drafting phase, they will be using the skills they have learnt over the unit of work and applying them into their writing. 
Revise and Edit
Children will reread their draft and make changes to: spelling, vocabulary, cohesion, punctuation. They will edit using a green pen to show their changes. Children may also use dictionaries to check spelling and thesauruses to up-level word choices. 
Publish
Finally, children will publish their writing. This may be as a spoken presentation or written up in neat onto a display piece. This work may then be celebrated on our Golden Writing Walls. 

As well as our English lessons, children will also be given opportunities to write across the curriculum, making sure they are using the skills learnt in their English lessons and applying them outside of these lessons. This will make sure that all children are writing for a purpose. 


Impact
By the time children leave our school they will:
· Make good progress from their Early Years baseline and Key Stage 1 results;
· Have a love of writing and write for pleasure;
· Have developed good oracy skills and be able to articulate their thinking clearly;
· Be able to produce written work in all areas of the curriculum to a high standard and will be able to use subject specific vocabulary which is also age appropriate;
· Be confident to write for a range of different purposes and for different audiences. 
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
