Daily counting,
number bonds or
times tables

Use 2p, 5p and 10p coins to help you with the times table you need to work on the most. See if you
can quickly recall all of the multiplication and division facts for the times table of your choice.

Termly Spellings

Daily Maths

Play ‘what number am I?’ Children to use their 100 squares. Tell the children facts about your mystery
number such as it’s bigger than 50, it’s an odd or even number, it’s a multiple of 2, 5 or 10. Encourage
them to use counters to help work out what number is left.

Once they have worked out the number, ask the children questions such as what is 1 more or 1 less/
10 more or 10 less.
Repeat this with different numbers.

Extension — Choose a number from 0-30. How many different number sentences can you make to
make that number? Try to use all the different operations (+-x+)

Daily English/
Phonics

Dictated sentence: Please read the sentence to your child. Then re-read slowly one word at a time
while your child writes the sentence.

Extension — Can you extend the sentence by putting one of these conjunctions at the start of the
sentence - because/ when/ while? What sentence can you make now?

Copy the following real and alien words, then put sound buttons on them. Press the buttons to read
the words. umbrella drung windy shrumpet

Put the following words into sentences. Remember your punctuation.
