Northbrook Primary Academy Proposes to
Expand Nursery Provision for Two-Year-Old Children

Northbrook Primary Academy is consulting on a proposal o expand its existing nursery provision to
offer places for two-year-old children.
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To accommodate this expansion, the proposal includes the development of a new purpose-built
nursery facility on the school site, specifically designed o meet the needs of two-year-old children
whilst complementing the existing nursery provision. The development would create additional high-
quality learning and play spaces and ensure that children have access to facilities specifically
designed for their age and stage of development.

Frequently Asked Questions
Will this affect the existing nursery provision for three and four-year-old children?

No. The proposal is designed to complement and enhance our existing nursery provision. Places for
three and four-year-old children will continue to be available, and the expansion will not reduce the
current capacity of the nursery for these age groups. The new development is intended to create
additional capacity specifically for two-year-old children, enabling us to increase our overall early
years provision while maintaining existing nursery places.
