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EYFS	Within our Early Years curriculum pupils are provided with opportunities to develop a range of highly transferable skills values and attributes, including: problem-solving, observation, collaboration, open-mindedness, courage, resilience, curiosity, integrity, and a sense of what is fair and equitable. These combine to allow them to explore, interpret and ‘experience’ the world around them, as well as providing the foundations on which all future learning can be built. Our EYFS Geography links most closely to ‘Understanding the World’ and children are guided to make sense of their physical world and community through a range of personal experiences and planned opportunities. Children will: communicate their route using positional language; discuss their favourite places and what they are like; talk about local areas and landscapes.
