 Clarice Cliff was born in Stoke-on-Trent 
in 1899. She became famous for design-
ing innovative, colour rich pottery.  

 Artists, like Clarice Cliff, use bright col-
ours and contrast them against dark col-
ours, to make their work appealing.  

 Pushing too far into clay with tools will 
weaken the structure  

 Clarice Cliff’s pottery is well known for 
its bright colours and abstract style.  

 The three methods of hand building 
are pinching, coiling and slab building.   

 Artists use different brush strokes to 
create different effects, this allows 
them to create different textures, 
depth, shadow and special effects.  
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
