Dear Parents/Carers,

I am sure that 
you will appreciate how hard everyone has worked, not only to prepare children for the tests but to 
ensure that a balance has been maintained with the other subjects in the curriculum. Thank you to all 
the adults who have been involved in supporting and preparing the children for this week. The Year 6 
children took the train to Seaton Carew and enjoyed a fun-filled day of bowling at Larry's Lanes with a 
delicious meal, time for playing in the arcades, a walk on the beach and time on the playground - a 
well deserved post-SATs-week treat.  
 
Upcoming Assessments 
On our return to school after half-term, children in Year 1 will take part in the phonics screening 
check. Thank you to all Y1 parents/carers for supporting at home.  The last set of statutory                 
assessments are for  Year 4 who will be completing their multiplications tables check (MTC).  
 
Last half term was full of exciting opportunities across the school, with pupils taking part in a range of 
sporting and enrichment activities. Year 4 enjoyed an action-packed afternoon at the Quad Kids       
Festival at Northfield School, where they demonstrated great teamwork and determination in events 
such as the 400m run, sprint, long jump and howler throw. Ten Key Stage 2 pupils also took part in a 
fun bowling event at Hollywood Bowl, while Reception children had a memorable visit to Hardwick 
Park. Our older pupils represented the school brilliantly in a Y3/Y4 football tournament at Stockton 
Town FC, a Y3 Striking and Fielding Skills Festival, and a Y5/Y6 athletics competition at                    
Middlesbrough Sports Village. The half term concluded with pupils showcasing their creativity and 
enthusiasm during the ELT Song and Dance for Uganda Day. As a Trust we have raised a total of 
£5022.91 for Kingstone Primary School.  Overall, it was a fantastic half-term of participation,         
teamwork and achievement.
