PE Kit Year 1 - Year 6  
 (Reception do not need PE kit and Y1 – Y6 can come to school in their PE kit) 

 

• Shorts/Joggers  - dark green or black. 

• T- shirts    - dark yellow or dark green. 

• PE shoes  - black. 

• PE bag   - must be drawstring to fit on pegs. Dark green preferable but    
                                          other colours acceptable with draw string. 

(No back packs as there is no room on pegs so you will be wasting your money!) 
 

Jewellery & Hair Accessories 
 

• Small, plain stud earrings can be worn. 

• Earrings must be removed or taped at home for PE and swimming. 

• Children’s analogue watches are permitted. These do help to teach the time and are 
suitable from Year 1. 

• Hair accessories should be minimal preferably in black, brown, green or yellow 
 (No “Jo-jo” bows, please). 

• Long hair needs to be tied back for PE lessons and cooking activities and preferably 
throughout the day too. 

Miscellaneous 
 

• Oakdene book bags must fit in trays. When pupils first start Oakdene, they are 
provided with a free bag. These are the correct size to fit in all homework and books 
that go to and from school.  If you need to replace a lost or damaged one, these are 
available via the My Child at School (MCAS) app at a cost of £3.70.   

• No handbags or backpacks as we do not have the storage space. 

• Children must not bring stationery and toys into school.
