[image: ]Our music education program is deeply embedded within the curriculum, providing a rich and progressive musical journey for all pupils from Early Years Foundation Stage to Year 6. Using Charanga and Purple Mash as a framework, we deliver engaging and structured lessons that develop musical skills and understanding. Our well-resourced approach ensures a clear progression of instrumental learning, supported by inspiring performances, expert visitors, and strong partnerships with Cumbria Music Hub. These elements collectively create a vibrant musical environment where pupils are inspired to explore and develop their musical talents. 
Participation in events like Young Voices and the Brewery Arts events enriches pupils’ musical experiences and aspirations. Through these strategic partnerships and a commitment to excellence, we aim to equip our pupils with the skills, knowledge, and confidence to become lifelong music enthusiasts.

[image: ]This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Children in KS2 have the opportunity to sing in the Young Voices school choir and take part in performances out of school e.g. carol singing in town. Children who learn an instrument with a Cumbria Music Service tutor take part in a performance for parents either on-site or as part of the Cumbria-wide Big Play initiative. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]KS1 children often take part in the Big Sing annual event where they learn songs and sing together with other local schools at a nearby venue. 
Peripatetic music teachers come into school every week to teach 1-1 lessons to pupils in keyboard, drums and guitar.
