Jesus the Good Shepherd 
 

Jesus is talking to the crowd as he often did in parables – a story with a special 
meaning. 
Across the road from my house is a field full of sheep – ewes and lambs – they 
made their appearance around Easter time – resting and gently eating the lush 
grass. Now, the lambs are growing and exploring the field – following their mums 

and occasionally skipping off to play with other lambs. They are peaceful because the shepherd 
has been there for them! 
Lambing is a hard for the shepherd and their ‘endurance’ is tested – working day and night – to 
ensure the lambs are born safely, keeping sheep well; pairing off – pet lambs. All part of non-
stop life of a shepherd. 
 
So, when Jesus talks to people about being a ‘good shepherd’, He says this:- ‘The man who 
enters by the gate is the Shepherd of his sheep. The watchman opens the gate for him, and the 
sheep listen to his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has 
brought all his own, he goes ahead of them, and his sheep follow him because they know his 
voice.’ 
 

Prayer – Lord Jesus, You are the Good Shepherd and You care for us and want to be 
our friend. We are sorry that we don’t always stop and say ‘thank you’ for Your love and 
care. Help us to remember that You are always with us.      Amen  
 

Jesus told another special story about a sheep that got lost and about how upset and worried 
the shepherd was. So the shepherd went to find that sheep – and wouldn’t stop until he had 
found it and brought it home.
