	English links
	English- Biographies. Within this unit the class will explore biographies in depth, and use many reading skills to explore different texts. We will be scanning texts, summarizing information, exploring vocabulary and using evidence from a text to infer information. Our first incidental write will be a formal letter, in the role of Walt Disney, applying for a job at Pixar. By the end of this unit, and after creating an extensive ‘biography toolkit’ the class will pick their own person to research and they will plan the do an independent biography on this person. 

History-Letter Writing, in role of RAF pilot. We will be writing informal letters to a loved one, in the role of an RAF pilot. Using video clips and example letters, to gather content, they will write a letter, including key history vocabulary.
Science-Information leaflet on Health Lifestyles.

	English- Classic Fiction. In this unit we will spend the first few weeks exploring Classic fiction as a genre, and taking a closer look at The Wizard of Oz. We will start the unit with a discussion text on ‘Can modern literature be classified ar Classic Fiction.’ We will use reading skills such as, exploring vocabulary, close-reading a text, inferring meaning and reading for gist, to help understand a text in more depth. Our first incidental write will be a poem, describing the cyclone from the Wizard of Oz. We will be comparing text from the book, with scenes from the film, to compare and contrast the introduction of the Scarecrow. Our next incidental write will be a formal letter, written from the Scarecrow, to Oz, requesting a brain. We will create a ‘Classic Fiction toolkit’ and use this to do a guided write of The Wizard of Oz, changing the characters, dilemmas and settings etc, but sticking to the overall structure. The unit will end with the children independently writing their own narrative story, based on the story of The Wizard of Oz. 
(Our class read will be The Wizard of Oz)

	WW2 - Battle of Britain

-significant turning point in British history 

- a study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066

Look at key events and chronology of events of the Battle of Britain. 
Explore the question, ‘Why was the Battle of Britain a significant turning point in British History?’

Look at what everyday life was like for an RAF pilot fighting in the Battle of Britain.
	WW2 – Continuation of Battle of Britain topic. Work on chronology and timelines of war events, home front and evacuation, 
The Blitz- Look at evidence for/against the idea that there was a ‘Blitz Spirit’. Discuss these in more depth.

Use a local map of Blackpool to identify landmarks from WW2. Discuss primary and secondary sources of information-which are more reliable?
