	The Good News
We will explore the life, teachings and miracles of Jesus in more detail. We will discuss and discover how He turned sadness into joy through these miracles and learn that we should always thank Jesus for His help. We will learn about how Jesus always used his powers to help others and begin to reflect on the importance of these events. Finally, we will learn about how Jesus brought the good news of God’s love and reflect on what this means for us.
	The Mass
We will focus upon the Catholic Mass. We will begin to learn about the importance of the celebration of Mass and reflect on our experiences of this. We will learn about the structure and order of the Mass and begin to discover why each part is so important. We will know about some of the readings in Mass and why it is so important to listen to them. We will learn about the Offertory and that during this time we often physical and spiritual gifts to God. Finally, we will learn that during the Consecration, the bread and wine are changed into Jesus.

	English
	This half term we will look at the structure of fantasy stories by exploring stories involving quests. Using books by Oliver Jeffers, such as ‘Lost and Found’ and ‘The Way Home’, we will identify the structure and common themes in these types of narratives. We will discover the importance of a variety of settings in creating an exciting quest story and will build upon our description skills from the Autumn term to create detailed setting descriptions of a range of settings. Linking to our work, we will also explore instruction writing: creating a set of instructions for preparing for a long journey by boat. 

In our non-fiction unit, we will explore persuasive writing. We will create adverts for products and events in the form of leaflets and posters and will create a persuasive letter based around a theme of importance to us.

	The second half of the Spring term will see us exploring Traditional Tales in detail. We will read and explore a number of traditional tales, identifying links and common themes between them, as well as creating our own tale based around the story of Beauty and the Beast.
Our non-fiction unit in Read Write Inc will be an instructions unit. We will look at different forms of instructions and think about how they are different and used for differing purposes. We will look in more detail at adverbs and how these are used to add detail.  We will then create instructions for using a fictional instrument.

Linked to our Geography learning, we will create reports all about islands. We will explain different types of islands and how these are formed.

	Maths

	Science
	Environments and Habitats (Whole term)
The children will be looking at the difference between things that are living, were once alive, and that have never been alive. To help us to identify things in these categories we will explore the 7 life processes and describe how a chosen living thing meets these processes. We will also explain why non-living things do not meet all these processes. We will sort and group things by whether they are alive, dead or have never been alive. 

We will then move on to explore a variety of local, British and world habitats. We will identify animals and plants that we may find in these habitats and explain how their habitats best suit their basic needs. 

Finally, we will explore food chains within different habitats. We will explore different lengths of food chains and make our own paper food chains.

	Computing

	Word Processing
We will use word processing software to create letters and notes. We will learn how to choose and change fonts, colours and sizes and how to create neat drafts from written work.
	Programming Using Scratch Jr.

The children will gain skills in programming and debugging using the programs Scratch Jr and Pyonkey. We will create backgrounds and sprites, design animations and problem solve.

	E-safety
	How Can I Keep My Precious Information Safe?
We will look at the importance of keeping our information safe. We will discuss the importance of not sharing this with anyone we do not know and the reasons for this. We will think about stranger danger and link this to what might happen in an offline situation. We will focus on the importance of identifying information which may be used to find more out about us and talk about ways in which we can limit this.
	Who Should I Ask to Help Keep Me Safe Online?
We will learn that we should speak to a responsible adult before sharing things about ourselves online and must always get permission before sharing something about us online.

	History
	Significant Nurses
In our Spring term History, we will explore the history of famous nurses. We will begin with a focus on what might make someone significant, identifying significant people in our own lives as well as significant people in the wider world.  We will then begin to look at Florence Nightingale, Edith Cavell and Mary Seacole. We will look at their lives and how they changed our world. We will make comparisons between the different nurses, identifying similarities and differences between them,
	

	Geography
	
	Islands
This half term we will focus on islands. We will learn about what islands are and the different ways they can be formed. We will use an atlas to identify and label different islands around the world and think about which countries/continents they might belong to. 

We will explore what life is like on an island and explore some of the specific human and physical geography that might be found on an island and why it is important. 

We will read a range of Katie Morag books to develop our understanding of islands and how people live on them.

	Art
 
	Printmaking
The children will explore the medium of printing to create patterns and images. We will experiment with a range of different textures and shapes to create prints and design our own prints using cardboard. 

	Sketching
The children will engage in observational drawing and develop their sketching techniques with a range of still life drawing opportunities. We will explore shade, tone, size, shape and texture to create images based on the objects we observe.
We will also engage in sketching during our Science lessons when we make scientific drawings of different plants and vegetables.

	DT
 
	Cooking
Linked to our work on instructions writing, we will explore different types of breads and fillings for sandwiches. We will then design, create and evaluate a sandwich for a purpose.
	

	Music
 
	We will continue to use percussion instruments , focusing upon rhythm and on ways in which we can improve the sounds we make.
	We will begin to explore graphical notation to enable use to understand that music is read using specific symbols which instruct us to do certain jobs.
We will create our own graphic notations to reflect the music we produce.

	P.E.
	Indoor
We will follow the Lancashire planning scheme focusing upon gymnastics. The children will learn to perform a number of balances, rolls and methods of travelling; using this knowledge to create their own sequences to perform for others.
We will access apparatus to help us to develop our skills of jumping, climbing, balancing and travelling.
Outdoor

We will look at team games and explore striking and fielding skills. We will learn how to throw a ball short distances (underarm) and longer distances (overarm) and the times when we might need to undertake these. We will use bats to strike a ball and learn how to score points by running around cones.

	PSHE
	Going for Goals
The children will focus upon thinking about their talents and what they would like to improve in. We will discuss the importance of setting ourselves targets and planning ways for us to achieve these.
	Good to be Me
The children will focus upon themselves: what makes them unique, what makes them them. We will explore our similarities and celebrate our differences.

	Our RSE curriculum follows the TenTen scheme ‘Life to the Full’. Our topic this half term is God Loves You.
