	Eastertide
We will learn about the period of Easter with a focus upon learning and retelling the Easter story, identifying symbols of Easter and learning why Easter is so important in what we believe about Jesus. We will learn about Jesus’ Ascension and why this was so important. We will also learn about Pentecost, retelling the story, thinking about the promise that Jesus made to send the Holy Spirit to help the disciples and we will discuss how the Holy Spirit helps us. Alongside this, we will ask wondering questions and thinking about how people from the stories felt.
	The Church Is Born
We will learn about the beginnings of our church, linking this to the story of Pentecost and what the Holy Spirit allowed the Apostles to do. We will discuss and explore the fruits of the Holy Spirit. We will learn about how Peter was able to escape from prison and learn about his qualities as a follower of Jesus. We will also begin to explore the important people in the church today, including the Pope, our Bishops, our Priests and the people who help to keep the church running.

	English
	This half term we will look at emotions and characterisation primarily using the stories of The Night Shimmy and Chatterbox Ben. We will create and describe imaginary friends, using effective descriptive language, will describe and show emotions and write diaries. Finally, we will create a story with a familiar setting based upon Chatterbox Ben, using letters as a device to disclose information.
Our non-fiction unit will be on communication texts. We will be exploring a variety of communication texts, including letters, postcards, text messages and emails. We will be writing informal texts, such as invitations and formal texts, such as complaint letters. We will also role play some of the writing we complete.

	The second half of the Summer term will see us exploring fantasy stories through the book G.E.M. We will discuss a variety of fantasy settings and will write our own setting description of a new planet in space. We will write instructions to advise people on alien technology and will finish our unit with a fantasy story set in space.
Our non-fiction unit will be on information texts. We will explore the features of information texts, explore a variety of information texts and create our own texts all about the history and production of chocolate. 

Through our Geography topic, we will great a discussion text arguing whether a person should be able to climb Uluru in Australia. We will think about for and against and the importance of conclusions.

	Science
	Plants

As it is (hopefully) a sunny half term, we will begin our learning about plants. We will be planting a seed and a bulb and observing how these grow and what is different about them. We will plant seeds by removing either water or sun from them to see which things plants can grow without. To check this further, we will try to grow a bean plant without using any soil, making predictions about what we think will happen.

We will describe the life cycle of plants and trees and notice similarities and differences between these. 

We will also explore how all plants will eventually die but that some ‘go to sleep’ to return at a later date and that this is different than dying.

This unit will see us engaging in plenty of practical learning.
	Materials & Their Properties
In our final half term we will explore materials, their properties and their uses. We will compare the suitability of different materials for specific purposes using both investigations and written learning. We will be engaging in several investigations starting with questions such as ‘which paper towel is the best to use for spillages?’ in which we explore absorbency and ‘which material is best to make a house from?’ to explore watertightness, rigidity and strength. We will explore the difference between natural and man-made objectives and sort these effectively and will explore how different materials can be changed by twisting, squashing, stretching or bending. Finally, we will explore some famous inventors such as John Dunlop and Charles Macintosh.

	Computing

	International Space Station
We will use and explore data, linked to the international space station. We will develop and improve our keyboard skills, learn about and interpret spreadsheets, collect data and input this into a spreadsheet and learn how computers are used in the wider world.
	Stop Motion
We will use cameras and tablets to explore stop motion: using still pictures to create short animations. We will learn how to use cameras effectively, planning and creating our own stop motion animations.

	E-safety
	It’s My Choice
We will learn that we have the right to say no or ‘I will have to ask someone’ if someone wants to share something about us online and that we must always ask a trusted adult before clicking ‘yes’, ‘agree’ or ‘accept’ online.
	Is It True?

We will learn that not everything we read, hear or see online is true and learn strategies that can be adopted to check if something online is true or not 

	History
	Grace Darling & The History of Lifeboats
We will learn about Grace Darling as a significant person associated with coastal areas. We will learn about her life and upbringing and will compare this with our own lives; her rescue of the SS Forfarthshire; and use sources to identify and explain why Grace Darling is remembered . We will also focus upon the history and work of the RNLI and take a class visit to our local lifeboat station. Finally, we will learn about another person significant to lifeboats – Sir William Hillary – and compare and contrast him and Grace Darling.
	

	Geography
	
	Australia
We will learn all about Australia. We will use larger scale maps to identify the country and smaller-scale maps to identify the states and territories, as well as some important cities. We will learn about some of the human and physical characteristics of Australia and explore the significance and importance of these to the local people. We will learn about Sydney and its sight and will also explore a residential coastal area called ‘The Entrance’, comparing this to Blackpool.

	Art
 
	Kandinsky
We will learn about the work of Wassily Kandinsky and explore using colour to create our own artwork. We will use his concentric circle technique to create our own work.

	Aboriginal Art
Linked to our topic of Australia, we will explore the history and significant works of Aboriginal art. We will look at dreamtime stories, creating our own using pictures and symbols to represent events or places; will look at Aboriginal artefacts, such as boomerangs and didgeridoos; and use dot painting to create our own art.

	Textiles

We will explore textiles through puppets. We will learn about what puppets are and use fabric and stitching skills to create our own glove puppets.

	Indoor
