Students are given a starting point and asked to independently
produce a response to the theme of Architectural tiles. Pupils
look at abstract /constructive art. Students explore the qualities
of glass and ceramics to explore a variety of surfaces for both
practical and decorative purposes. Experimentation involves the
creation of artworks in glass, techniques and approaches to
creative glass making. Students will investigate contextual and
historical information on glass.

They will develop new knowledge relevant to contemporary
practice, and explore through technical workshops. Students
will apply the tiles to a surface.

The externally set assignment provides students with the opportunity to demonstrate, through an extended creative
response, their ability to draw together different areas of knowledge, skills and/or understanding in response to
their selected starting point. The extended creative response must explicitly evidence students’ ability to draw
together different areas of knowledge, skill and/or understanding from initial engagement with their selected
starting point through to their realisation of intentions in the 10 hours of supervised time. Externally set assignments
will be available to students and teachers from 2 January. A preparation period, which can begin on or after 2
January is followed by 10 hours of supervised unaided work in which students are required to realise their
intentions.
