5.W The Expert will be an insolvency practitioner with significant professional

experience of educational institutions or academies. lf the parties fail to agree

upon the appointment of the Expert then the Expert will be appointed by the

President of the lnstitute of Chartered Accountants in England and Wales.

The Expert's fees will be borne equally between the parties.

5X The Expert will be required in reaching his determination to take account of

advice from an educational specialist who is professionally familiar with the

issues arising from the budget management of schools. lf the parties fail to

agree upon the appointment of the educational specialist then the educalional

specialist will be appointed by the Chairman of the Specialist Schools and

Academies Trust (or any successor or equivalent body). The educational

specialist's fees will be borne equally between the partaes.

5.Y lf the Expert determines that the cost of running the Academy during the

Critical Year would cause the Academy Trust to become insolvent, and the

Secretary of State will not have agreed to provide sufficient additional funding

to cover the Shortfall, then the Academy Trust will be entitled to terminate this

Agreement, by notice expiring on 31 August before the Critical Year. Any

Annex A
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"EHC Plan" means an education, health and care plan made under section 37 of the

Children and Families Act 2014.

The Children and Families Act 20'14 imposes duties directly on Academies in respect

of pupils with SEN, including the admission of pupils with EHC plans. lf an Academy

Trust considers that an LA should not have named the Academy in an EHC plan, it

may ask the Secretary of State to determine whether the LA has acled

unreasonably, and to make an order directing the LA to reconsider. The Academy

Trust must admit the pupil if such a determination is pending. The Secretary of

State's determination as to whether the LA acted unreasonably will be final, subject

to any right of appeal which a pupil (who is over compulsory school age) or parent of

the pupil may have to the First-tier Tribunal (Special Educational Needs and

Disability) or the Upper Tribunal Administrative Appeals Chamber.
