English/ History – project2                               Make your own tabloid newspaper

You are going to create your own tabloid newspaper aimed your local community.  The paper aims to entertain as well as inform.  You need to submit one piece of work each week to your teacher 
Use the internet, your parents/grandparents/carers, to help with your stories that would suit your target audience.  What kind of style are they written in?  Keep in mind that the paper’s news agenda is one that wants to inform as well as entertain its readership profile.
Task 1a 

Choose a name for your paper.  You will need to think about what would appeal to readers of this age, and what would help to convey the content. How much would you charge for this paper?
Task 1b 

· Design the layout of the front page putting in all the necessary conventions of a tabloid (e.g. masthead, byline, date, bar code, splash, relevant picture etc.) and making sure you include space for your stories.  (see example – you can use and adapt it)
· Always be thinking about your target audience.  Will this affect your choice of colour, font, style etc.? 
· Remember to have a large headline for your main story, write in columns and add the by-line (journalist’s name). What is the main story for your front page – remember it can be a couple of stories. 
· Have you used the 5Ws who was involved? what happened? Where did it happen? When did it happen? How did it happen?
· Include interviews with people (you can make this up)
· Remember to include images ( photographs and captions).
Task 1c
Evaluate your front cover and explain how and why it would appeal to your target audience. 
Get someone else to read your paper and ask them to give you an evaluation of the paper (Tasks 1a, 1b, 1c, due in:  Monday 8th June )
Task 2
These are the activities you need to complete to fill your newspaper.  Think about the things that your target audience would be interested in.  Pick at least 4 of these topics to write an article about: - or do - remember you need to submit one each week to your teacher)
· Tom Moore – research; write a biography about him – Who is he? What he has done during his life? Why is he in the news? (see attached newspaper template for ideas)  
· The history of Bournemouth –(see attached newspaper template for ideas) 
· Why is there a pub called The Mary Shelley in Bournemouth?

· A tour of the religious buildings in Bournemouth. Where are they? Which religions worship there?  Any Interesting facts.

· What have you been reading over the lockdown? – write a book review
