	Use a ruler. Measure the length of each side of an object using your ruler. Write the number sentence. Add the sides and calculate the perimeter. Check your answer. 
	Activity: Measure the length of the sides of 7-10 objects in your home using a ruler. Write the names of each of these items down in your page. Then, write the number sentence with your measurements for each item, add the sides together, and write your answer (perimeter) in centimeters.  
	Extension: Measure an item in your home using your another measuring tool other than a ruler, e.g., your hand, your finger, your foot size, etc.  to measure the length of each side of this item. For example, you could measure the perimeter of: the carpet in a room, the floor in in your kitchen,  your favourite story book, etc.
