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Follow multiple patients over a 6-month period, as they go from their initial injury to recovery. It is amazing how
many different healthcare professionals are involved in a patient’s care. This incredible opportunity showcases
a variety of professionals in one day. It gives students a chance to see them in action in various settings from
the ward to the community. Itis also a fantastic opportunity to see them work together in a multidisciplinary team.

During the work experience day, students will follow 2 patients from their initial presentation to recovery. Students
will observe the healthcare professionals as they interact with the patients and also each other. Students will
have an opportunity to ask questions and gain knowledge through teaching. This will help students to make an
informed career decision as well as learn about how healthcare professionals work together as part of a
multidisciplinary team. Each work experience day is completely different and students will be able to build on
their knowledge of NHS careers as they see different patient cases and their healthcare professionals work in a
variety of settings, such as hospital and community. For this reason we recommend that students attend one
work experience a month for 6 months to not only gain a deeper knowledge of multidisciplinary teams in general
but also their chosen careers.

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Diplomatic service officer

Diplomatic service officers work for the Foreign, Commonwealth &
Development Office (FCDO) to protect and promote UK interests globally
and support British citizens and businesses abroad.

You'll specialise in the practical aspects of diplomatic work, including
formulating and implementing foreign policy, providing consular support and
managing international relationships. You'll also have opportunities to
contribute to global development, security and policy initiatives.

The FCDO addresses a range of international issues, including:

e conflict resolution and peace making

e consular assistance

e counter terrorism

e climate change and environmental policy

e crisis response

e human rights

e trade, investment and economic diplomacy
Responsibilities

Tasks vary depending on where you're working. For example, you could be
based in a small or remote embassy, in a large embassy in Paris or
Washington, or in the FCDQO's UK offices in London or East Kilbride (which |
will be moving to Glasgow).

However, you'll typically need to:
e draft, edit and proofread written reports
e liaise with high commissions, embassies and government departments

e organise and coordinate ministerial and diplomatic visits, including
everything from transport to hospitality arrangements

e respond to written correspondence from the public, businesses and
officials by letter or email

e analyse and interpret policy documents and reports

e handle telephone queries from government departments, overseas
contacts and the public

e assist members of the public in person with consular and policy-related
enquiries

e update and maintain travel advice and official information
e manage staff, oversee performance and conduct annual appraisals

e monitor and manage departmental or project budgets

e maintain personnel records, process accounts and complete
administrative tasks

e support colleagues with policy development and implementation
e carry out specific tasks related to your department's focus
Overseas, your role will be similar, but you'll also need to:
e support British businesses and individuals with trade and consular matters

e assess visa applications and conduct interviews as an entry clearance
officer

e lead or contribute to specialist projects, depending on your posting
