1. Go to classroom.google.com or download the app from the Apple App
Store or from Google Play.

2. Login using your Parklands email address (GSuite/Google account).
3. You will be asked to set your account up. Make sure you click ‘Student’.
4. When you start, your teachers will send you invitations via email 1o join a

classroom or you may be given a classroom code (click + and ‘Join
Class').

Google Drive is the electronic file storage system we use which links to your

school GSuite (Google) account, including Google Classroom. Here you wiill

store any files you create and can share your work with your teachers. You
will also be shared into files to help you with your own work.

1. Go to drive.google.com or download the app from the Apple App Store or
from Google Play.

2. Login using your Parklands email address (GSuite/Google account).

3. You will see your Google Drive. You might want to start by setting up a
folder for each of your subjects.

4. You may also want to download the apps for Google Docs, Google
Sheets and Google Slides. You will be regularly using each of these.
