HUMANITIES 
In humanities this term we will be 
learning about The Stone Age 
through to The Bronze Age.

Children will build 
up their historical vocabulary and 
look at some geographical 
settlements such as Skara Brae. 
They are also learning about 
archaeology and how we know about 
the past.

The children will also create story 
maps, devise a story and work collaboratively as part of 
an ensemble.

their basic needs are and how 
to care for them.

MUSIC 
This term in music, pupils are 
looking at the beginnings of 
formal notation, linking sounds 
to symbols and understanding 
that music has its own 
language. They will learn 
about music theory, copy back 
and improvise with rhythmic 
patterns and improvise using 
simple patterns that include 
basic rhythms. They will also 
develop their performance 
skills both in class and on the 
stage.
