•	 59% of all pupils achieved a grade 5+ (strong pass) in English

•	 74% achieved a grade 4+ (standard pass) 

Maths
•	 46% of all pupils achieved a grade 5+ (strong pass) in Maths

•	 68% achieved a grade 4+ (standard pass) 

English and Maths
•	 38% of all pupils achieved a grade 5+ (strong pass) in English and Maths

•	 59% achieved a grade 4+ (standard pass)

•	 62% of pupils taking two Sciences achieved a grade 4+ (standard pass).

•	 42% of pupils taking two Sciences achieved a grade 5+ (strong pass).

•	 87% of pupils taking a Language achieved a grade 4+ (standard pass).

•	 68% of pupils taking a Language achieved a grade 5+ (strong pass).

•	 Over 50% of pupils sitting the following subjects achieved a grade 5 to 9 – Art & Design, Biology, Chemistry, 
Physics, Computer Science, English Language, Food Preparation & Nutrition, French, Chinese and 
Polish, Persian and Religious Education.

•	 Over 30% of pupils sitting the following subjects achieved a grade 7 to 9 – Biology, Chemistry, Chinese, 
Computer Science and Physics.

•	 Many vocational subjects also performed fantastically well with Performing Arts, Childcare, Engineering 
and  ICT Digital Information Technology all demonstrating outstanding results once again.
