If you have accepted a place elsewhere or no longer require your place for any reason, you can indicate
this on the acceptance form, as above, so that we can update our records accordingly and make an offer
to those on our waiting list. Please note, you will also need to advise Pupil Access at Lancashire
County Council (LCC).

From this point forward, we will continue to update you on the transition process by post, but may also
send you information via email. We ask that you regularly check the email address you used when applying
for your school place, as this is the contact information sent to us by LCC. Please also check your junk/spam
folders. Copies of all correspondence and important transition information will be available on our website
at www.priory.lancs.sch.uk/about-priory/transition and we also recommend you follow our school
Facebook or X (Twitter) accounts for regular updates.

Key Dates

The transition to secondary school will begin when our Transition Manager, Mrs Farley, visits your primary
school to meet each pupil and their class teacher. We may also ask for a sample of work so that it can be
given to the teachers here at Priory. It is important to us that we get to know each pupil individually rather
than solely rely on the feedback we receive in the summer term from schools.

Following this, there will be a New Parents and Pupil Evening on Wednesday, 2 July from 6pm-
7pm, with registration and refreshments from 5.30pm. This will be an opportunity for us to welcome you
to the school, give you information about uniform, buses, lunches etc and for you to ask any questions
you may have about the move to Priory. Although this is an evening primarily for the benefit of hew pupils
and their parents, all family members are welcome to attend. More information will be sent out in due
course.

This will then be followed by our Induction Day on Thursday, 3 July. The induction day will be an
opportunity for pupils to meet their form, get to know everyone else in their year group and get their
bearings around school before starting with us in September.
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Your first official day with us in school will be Tuesday, 2 September 2025. Again, further details will
be communicated to you closer to the time.
